‘Relic Unearthed At Inn

A carved wooden sign, three feet
broad by seven inches high was un-
earthed at ten o¢’'clock this morning
by Joseph Malduca, who has the con-
tract for the demolition of the old
Flavell’'s Shoreham Inn. The board
is unpainted, with letters carved to
a height of thre\a inches in two lines.

The legend reads "E. E. WIL-
LIAMS YEAR 1889, JAN. 13", The
last five letters of the word “WIL-
LIAMS" are nearly effaced, but have
been pleced together to fofm the
name, According to Malduea, in raz-
ing the kitchen of the old farin-
house upon which was built the Inn,
his men came across a five-layered
floor. Chopping through it they came

| across a package of old newspapers

with the date 1906 and the sign,

" From the wording on the sign, it
is gathered that in the year 1889 a
person by the name E. E. Williams
was at the old Farm House which
composes the right w ing of the Ho-
tel, Whether he owned tlie house or
was merel} residing there at the
time has not been ascertamed

- Caught in Mud At Wading.
River Friday Afternoon

Dolly, eight-year-old white horse ot ;:
of Jack Kohlman, barely escaped S
drowning Friday, when five men i K

worked for four hours to extract
her from a mud hole in Wading
River creek, according to a state-
ment made by her owner. Rescued
finally at high tide with the water
covering all but her nose, sheawas
uninjured save for exposure and a
bruise on the left side of her head.

Incidents related by young Kohl-
man, who, with David Scott, was
with the horse at the time of Jthe
accident, tell how it Occnrred.

Both youngsters rode the horse
along the railroad tracks from
Shoreham to Wading River, at 11
a. m. Friday. They left the tracks
at Wading River station and rode
on the tar road there toward the
waterfront. Before they reached the
pavilion, Kohlman guided Dolly
from the road toward a makeshilt
bridge across the creek. At that
time the water was at ebb tide.

Five hundred feet from the
mouth of the stream tihe boys dis-
mounted; Kohlman started to lead
the horse across’ planks over the
water, whi!e Scott looked for a bet-
ter crossing. Half way to the other
side of the bridge Dolly’s right hind
foot slipped off the planks, and, in

stumbled, plunged fore feet first in-
to a mud hole beneath, hardly cov-
ered with water. Kohlman attempted
to hold the rains, to aild the horse,
but was nearly pulled into the slime
in doing so.

The boys tried for nearly an hour
to push the horse out of the boy,
but Dolly only sank deeper In the
mud. . i

Several men from Wading River,
who were in the vieinity directed
Kohlman to telephone his ;athat in
Shorehani. After a quarter of an
hour, Dr. Kohiman was on the
scene, and with the men who had
aided his son, Willlam E. Miller,
Clifford Rowley, Clifford = Rowley,
Jr,, and Edward Kinsey, tried by
various means to raise the horse
from her dangerous position. '

Burlap bags and ropes were pro-
cured, while the tide began to rise.A
For four hours the men worked in
the bog, trying not only to drive
the animal from the mud. but to ]ift

Never before have the Village of-
fleizls of Shoreham seen fit to pro-
for dangerous
corners of the town. It has been the
policy of our Department of Police
not to resort to signs of any nature
“Incorporated
Vmage of Shoreham” at each end of
Woodville Road. 'These have been
removed within the past two years

Now has come a further clause in-
to the policy of the Department. Tt
has been prompted possibly by mi-
nor accidents about the Village, no
collisions of a serious nature having
occurred in a number of years, if
ever. ‘

The sign idea is sound, if the
boards be heeded. If they should be
disregarded at any time by any dri-
ver they will have failed In the pur-

. pose - for which they have beén in-

stalled.

A guestion arises ‘as to whether
it be necessary to have sfuch warn-
ing notices in the town. In an ideal
state, all automobile drivers being
cautious all the time everywhere,
they would be unnecessary. But, it
would seem, people are constiantly
in a hurried condition, in which
speed is requisite. With safe velo-
city on land at a maximum, which
often 1is pgreatly exceeded, sbme
manner of preventing automobile
accidents must be designed. One of
the measures employed is that which
has been officially recognized by the
Village Police, It is not intended to
beautify property nor to instill fear
fnto car drivers, but to increase
-safely for both pedestrian and mo-
torist,

To this end Chief of Police Wes-
ley Sherman has announced the pro-
cedure.

“Shoreham, as a community, has
a reputation for being usually in a

“state of general cleauliness regard-

on  village
roada. Of late, however, carelessness

has become noticeable in the indif-

ferent\ disposal of newspaper wrap-
perg and envelopes along Woodvlille

. road.from the Store to the Club.

The matter is not in the least of

© an urgent nature, for It is seldom

that more than a half dozen scra,ps
of paper are visible on the stretch
from the Post Office to the water.
Perhaps it is because of their pau-
city that these scraps are noticeable.
Six pieces of paper in two thousand
feet of grass and shrubs strike the
eye more than six hundred in the
same distance.

‘With six pieces the matter is a
question; with six hundred it would
have become a problem. Questions
usually have apparent answers,
whereas people detest delving into
the elements to seek the response
to a problem. Questions have the
insistaney soon to become problems,
if not prevented. Six scraps can be
picked up and disposed of properly
in as many seconds. Six hundred
could not be atiended to in the same
number of minutes.

If we preveni the six from grow-
ing a hundredfold, we will not have
that additional problem upon our
‘hands, The cure is slmple: either
dispose of paper wrappings before
leaving the Post Office, or utilize
any of the other waste cans situated
conveniently about the village. Thus,
with the proper cooperation, we will
be able to uphold the clean reputa~
tion of Shoreham.

BOATING FACILITIES

Among the main atiractions of the
Village are the beach and the water.
Compared with other bathing facili-
ties, not necessarily on this part of
Long Island, Shoreham’s waterfront
is valuable, not only because of its
safety and lack of treacherous water
holes, but alsg for the reason that
further precautions have been taken
by Village authorities, to guard the
welfare of bathers. ‘ )

In the past six to eight years the
‘shoreline has becomie more attrac-
tive by the gradual appearance of
dories and motor boats at buoy
three hundred feet off the beach.
Some might argue that nature needs
no aid to be beautiful. But nature
herself is either to be blamed or to
be thanked for presenting such faci-
lities for marine pleasure,

For a boat which draws but a few
feet of water, an anchorage off
Shoreham is close to the ideal, with
so few rocks and the entire lack of
shoals which are to be found in
abundance parallel to the eastern
coast. Boats of any sort lend attrac-
tion to waler sports. Since Shore-
ham is famed for bathing; it is even
more fortunate, that, in connection
with this, boaling is equally safe.

People are beginning . to realize
this fact all the more; evidence to
augment the statement may be seen
in the motorboat of C. V. Pallister
and the dories of E. W. Qliver, John
Bates and that of Edward Hagenah
and Joseph Bellport. With the fact
in mind that boats in no way de-

tract from the beauty of the hori-|

zon, we may discern that Shoreham

has only started to utilize the many

facilities afforded it by that master
planner, nature.
